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Adequate numbers of safely located toilets separated
(with clear signage) from male facilities.

Some units should be accessible to people
with disabilities

A shelf and hook for hygienically storing

Easily accessible water (ideally inside the cubicle)
for girls and women to wash themselves and
menstrual materials

Safe and private toilets with inside door latch

Clear signs instructing girls and women to dispose
of menstrual waste in the trash bin or chute

Night time light source both inside and outside of
the toilets

Walls, door and roof are made of non-transparent
materials with no gaps or spaces. Entrances should
